Of course there already are a number of unofficial radio program archives which seem to be tolerated by the radio
stations so long as they do not post the tracking details of music performances. The best unofficial one for BBC
radio programs seems to be: http://radioarchive.cc Everything on it was recorded off free to air sources. The ex-
istence of the archive network has resulted in large numbers of otherwise lost programs being found, where people
remember having taped their favourite programs - often some forty to fifty years ago - and share them. The cur-
rent list includes some American and Canadian programs too. Australian listeners will remember many of the BBC
items. | realise that a similar unofficial service for TV programs would be far more controversial. But the growth
of organisations such as the International Pirate Party does suggest that it is actually what the people - especially
younger people - want and demand. How many tens of millions world wide are committing the crime of internet
piracy right now as | type? Governments have criminalised "entertainment” - what an achievement! We've allowed
our Governments to criminalise our next generation! We have allowed what is virtually Government sponsored
child abuse.

My suggestion is that the best compromise would be found were prices of factory prepared DVDs and CDs made to
be more reasonable and the material in the official archives made more accessible. It is outrageous prices and
exploitation that fuels internet piracy, not bad behaviour. Copyright law is a terrible mess. It has been abused to
create commercial monopolies out of vital sectors of our cultures. For a start how about lowering the duration of
copyright to fifteen years from the original broadcast or screening? And how about our national broadcasters vol-
untarily supporting such a move towards more practical regulation.

A living culture demands that music performances, theatre, TV, radio, and literature be available at accessible
prices to the general populace. However, live performances are now outrageously priced. For example, to attend
a performance of two short operas that are on one program at the Sydney Opera House would appear to cost $103
per person. At these disgusting prices, that part of our culture is stone dead. You might as well demolish the Op-
era House or hang a Macdonald's sign over it. It would be more use to people that way. At least you could get a
cheap meal down by the Harbour.

diting a Custom Dictionary

Summary: Custom dictionaries can be great, but they take quite a bit of time to create. Word provides a way
you can edit your custom dictionaries, or you can simply edit one using a text editor. This tip shows how to
make the changes.

As you use the spell-checking capabilities of Word, you undoubtedly have added words to your custom dictionary.
Normally you do this when you run across a word that the main dictionary does not understand, but which you know is
correct. When you click on the Add button in the spell-check dialog box, the word is added to your custom dictionary.

You can edit the custom dictionary by following these steps:
1. Click the Office button and then click Word Options. Word displays the Word Options dialog
box.
2. At the left side of the dialog box click Proofing.
3. Click the Custom Dictionaries button. Word displays the Custom Dictionaries dialog box.
In the list of dictionaries, select the one you want to edit.
Click Edit Word List. Word displays a dialog box showing the words in the dictionary.
To add words, enter a word at the top of the dialog box and click Add.

To delete words, select the word in the list, then click Delete.

Close all the open dialog boxes when you are done editing.

It is interesting to note that custom dictionaries are simply text files. This means you can also edit them by using a
different text editor, such as Notepad. In order to find the dictionaries, simply look in the directory where the cus-
tom dictionaries are stored. (You can figure out where this is by carefully examining the dialog boxes displayed in the
above steps.) The dictionaries are nothing but a list of words that the spell-check should consider as acceptable. You
can add words to the dictionary as needed, or delete words that never should have been added in the first place.
